On September 24, the FBI raided the homes of 14 
well-known anti-war and human rights activists in 
Chicago and Minneapolis.

These activists have 
done nothing wrong, yet face secretive Grand Jury 
trialtrials, jail time and fines.  Their freedom is at stake, 
along with everyone's freedom to speak our minds and 
to organize against war and occupation.
