In the past two years, Anarchists Against the Wall
has been subject to a growing wave of assaults on
anti-occupation activists in Israel and the West
Bank.

In order to sustain their work and provide legal
representation to arrested activists, they have
issued an urgent appeal for regular supporters to
help them raise $2500 by the end of each month.
